INTRODUCTION

Kherson Oblast is a multinational region where members of many
ethnic groups live. The members of Greek, Armenian, Jewish, Mol-
dovan, German, Polish, Russian, Ukrainian and other ethnic groups
took a great part in the development of Kherson Oblast and Tavriya.
Our common culture of Southern Ukraine and Tavriya assimilated
the elements of their spiritual and material culture. It is reflected
in Tavriya’s toponyms, cuisine, numerous historic sites, agriculture,
some objects of daily use, etc. Common political Ukrainian nation
also consists of all, without exception, members of ethnic groups.
Understanding multicultural heritage of the region and country in
general makes all ethnic and ethnographic minorities equal, forms
tolerant attitude between the groups, and creates the feeling of
identity and responsibility to the native region.

GENERAL INFORMATION ABOUT
ETHNIC COMPOSITION IN KHERSON
OBLAST

According to the last Ukrainian Census of 2001, the representa-
tives of 115 nations lived in the territory of Kherson Oblast. It is
a remarkable evidence of multicultural character of the region.
Though it does not mean, that 115 ethnic groups or nationalities
live in the region’s territory. Firstly, some part of ethnic groups is
represented by one or few persons. Secondly, not all ethnic groups,
represented during the 2011 Census, are introduced by real com-
munities, the members of which are, in some way, connected be-
tween each other. Thirdly, not all people, who took part in the
2011 Census, were residents of the region. Besides, it is incorrect
to use term “nationality” regarding the ethnic groups. The “nation-
ality” is used mostly for political group of people, in the context
of “nation”, a phenomenon of common citizenship. Thus, we can
speak of considerably lower number of ethnic groups in Kherson
Oblast. Atlas contains information about the most numerous eth-
nic groups of Kherson Oblast, a great part of which have formal

agency in the form of non-government organizations: national and
cultural societies, educational and cultural centers, associations,
etc.

The number of some ethnic groups of Kherson Oblast had essen-
tially changed in comparison with 1989. It had happened due to
intensive migration and changes in ethnic identity, which started
after the dissolution of the Soviet Union. Some changes are very
essential.

We should also notice that collection of data regarding ethnic
identity is quite a painstaking job and the methodology of Census
is a procedure, which can miss some details of a high sociological
importance. Thus, in the previous scheme, we can notice a high
increase in Turkish population of Kherson Oblast. Recent socio-
logical researches have proved that this process took place due
to the migration of Meskhetian Turks in 90’s. The latter during the
2011 Census were registered as both Turks and Meskhetian Turks.
The same registration happened with Tatars and Crimean Tatars.
That's why we use the mentioned data regarding Turks/Meskhe-
tian Turks and Tatars/Crimean Tatars in Atlas.

Atlas reflects the history of Southern Ukraine, from Medieval to
Modern and Contemporary history of the region. The maps of mi-
gration of separate ethnic groups reflect the colonization of the
XIX century (Jews, Germans, Russians, Poles, Ukrainians, etc.), de-
portation during the period of Stalin’s rule (Crimean Tatars and
Meskhetian Turks), population transfer (Ukranians: Boyky and
Lemky) and other migrations of the Soviet period.

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
OF CALCULATION. CRITERIA
OF SELECTING TOURIST OBJECTS

QUANTITATIVE INDICATORS. Coefficient of localization (C.0.L.)
allowed comparing the situation in the regions of different size
and population. C.O.L. was used for mapping the residence of
separate members of ethnic groups among the population of
administrative unites in Kherson Oblast. We shall review the
C.0.L. through the example of Moldavian ethnic group in Kherson.
Among the cities and rayons (districts) of Kherson Oblast, accord-
ing to Census (2001), the high absolute number of Moldovans
(684 out of 4179 persons) live in the administrative center, which
concentrates over 30% of population in Kherson region. At the
same time, it composes 0, 19% of the population of Kherson. The
specific weight of Moldovans composes 0, 36% of total popula-
tion of Kherson Oblast. The coefficient of localization is calculated
as follows: C.0.L.=(Part of ethnic group in ethnic composition of
a certain administrative division)/(Part of ethnic group in ethnic
composition of the whole region).

In our case, the C.0.L. of Moldovan ethnic groups in Kherson equals
=0,19/0,36=0,53. It can be explained in the following way: despite
high absolute number of Moldovans in Kherson, their part in eth-
nic composition of administrative division is twice as less than the
average rate of population in Kherson Oblast.

QUALITATIVE INDICATORS. Sometimes it is hard to determine
one’s own ethnic identity. Ethnic identity can either dominate
among other identifications or be actualized from time to time.
It can change during entire life. Though, it can be situational and
even alter within one day, depending on circumstances. We con-
sider ethnic identity to be not singular, but multiple, or it can be
missing at all. When people think of their ethnic identity, they
remember their parents’ and grandparents’ nationality or ethnic
belonging, reflect on causes of their citizenship, native language,
place of birth, national history and ethnographic traditions, etc. In

any case, every person makes their own decision.

It means that, in most cases, the compilers of Atlas had certain
difficulties in relating some public characters, group of people and
historical site to a certain ethnic group, map and route. We had not
any possibility to ask any given person about their ethnic identi-
fication. Hence, in most cases, this division is purely conventional.
This is applied not only to individuals.

For example, how should we classify the landmarks of sacred
architecture? Most of them belong to world religions, connected
at the same time with many peoples. That's why we have added
Greek Catholic Churches of high art value to the Ukrainian map,
as well as churches, built in Russian Revival (pseudo-Russian) ar-
chitectural style.

Certain difficulties also have also arisen with some ethnic groups,
whose names depend on a political context. For example, some
think that Romanians and Moldovans belong to the same nation,
and others think they are different. Political correctness also has
a great importance in this matter. For example, an exonym “Gyp-
sies” in European countries is considered to be politically incorrect
and offensive, that’'s why the term “Romas (Romani)” is used. In
Tavriya, by the way, neither native Gypsies nor other nationalities
consider the term “Gypsy” to be “offensive”.

PRACTICAL SUGGESTION FOR
STUDYING ETHNIC GROUPS IN
KHERSON OBLAST

Atlas of ethnic groups in Kherson Oblast is created in the frames
of the project “Multicultural Tavriya” and is a part of the on-
line resource “A Path through Cultures” (www.tavriya.info). This
resource contains information about objects, mentioned in Atlas.
The website functions as educational and tourist resource at the
same time. The website offers information about historical and
architectural sites, related to different ethnic groups of Southern
Ukraine, articles, devoted to our regional prominent figures of
various ethnic origin, and information about current ethno-
cultural life of the region. The information is presented in the
form of Kherson, Kherson Oblast and Tavriya tourist routes. If the
visitors wish, they can “get in touch” with the objects, presented
on the website, on foot, by car or by bicycle. Corresponding ethno
cultural routes are added to most maps in Atlas.

The website update will continue in future: new routes will be
developed, new website sections will be supplemented with articles
and pages of national and cultural societies of whole Tavriya. The
interested persons can join this process.
