In this article we have explored the variety of augmentative and alternative means of
communication, their impact on the development of children with autism spectrum disorders of
social interaction. After analyzing all the tools, we came to the conclusion that currently, the
Picture Exchange Communication System (PECS) is one of the most popular tools used for
children and adults with autism spectrum disorders who do not have speech communication. It is
this system that stimulates the child not only to communicate with the help of cards, but also to
the emergence of spontaneous speech.
