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Vorobiova A. The basic aspects of teaching visualization at higher educational
institutions
The article deals with the basic aspects of teaching visualization. The analysis of
scientific and methodological literature made it possible to single out a set of theoretical
knowledge, practical abilities and skills necessary for the development of students' visual
competence. The theoretical principles for visualization training, including the laws and
principles of visual rhetoric, are determined. The article outlines the requirements for the
training of a visually literate person which involve the study of external (graphics, artistic
content) and internal (identification of content, interpretation) aspects of a visual image.
Rhetorical principles that control compliance with rhetorical strategies (logos, ethos,
pathos) during the evaluation and creation of visual material are defined as the priorities
In visualization education. In accordance with rhetorical strategies, a set of image
qualities (logic, clarity, accuracy, brevity, expressiveness, imagery, visual effectiveness,
ethics, accessibility, appropriateness) is singled out. Improving the image qualities

ensures the development of students' skills to perceive and produce a visual element
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correctly. Three categories of skills in the field of visualization are distinguished: visual
reading including the skills of visual perception, evaluation, interpretation and analysis
of images, knowledge of visual grammar and syntax, skills of visual-verbal translation;
visual writing involving the visual creation, production, and use of images in effective
visual communication; additional skills of visual literacy consisting of visual thinking and
skills in applied use of images. Training on improving the visual image qualities is
assigned to a system of tasks (receptive and analytical, productive amd modeling,
creative). The system can be applied comprehensively or selectively during the teaching
of various disciplines at any stage of classroom and independent work. The research is
also focuses attention on the universality and interdisciplinary nature of visualization
processes, that gives visualization training metasubject, integrating characteristics.
Effective work with visualization activates and problematizes the educational process,
stimulates the introduction of new techniques and methods of learning, complements the
student activities with aspects of critical pedagogy, ensuring the development of student
critical thinking and critical consciousness.
