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This paper focuses on revealing linguistic and cognitive mechanisms of metabolic verbal image
formation in postmodern poetic texts. It has been proved that unlike metaphor the sense formation
of which is based on conceptual integration (blending), in metabolae besides blending there is
conceptual amalgam that ensures rhizome character of semantic space of verbal poetic image,

and serves as a means of its storing and processing .
