With Primary addiction, body image isn't so central. It works like this: when we exercise strenuously,
we activate our sympathetic nervous system, causing a rise in the concentration of serotonin and other
chemicals in the brain which make us feel happy.

At the same time, the body produces endorphins which shut down pain signals reaching the brain. Add
all these together, and you have a recipe for mild euphoria.

The Takl: kan Desert in tern China is one of the last unexplored places on Earth. It
is also one of the most dangerous. Charles Blackmore crossed it, and lived to tell the
tale.

There are very few big adventures left and very few heroes. Children's stories used to specialise in
them — courageous explorers with sunburnt, leathery skin and eyes narrowed by straining to see into
far horizons on their journeys into the unknown. These days you no longer find such people in fiction,
let alone in real life.
